This is where we ¢hoosé to make our homes,.and like any other
people, our homes are ours to live in as we wish. We are fortunate in living in a friendly village that
tolerates all sorts of folk - even folk like you and me! The problems arise when the freedom to live
as we want, and to express ourselves, conflicts with the need to preserve the beauty of our village
for the benefit of all. ' RS

During recent months, various developments - large and small - have caused concern and a
certain amount of controversy.. There is no simple solution to such conflicts. On the one hand
complete conservation can mean stagnation. Who wants to live in a museum? Every living thing
changes and develops, and the same applies to the village in which we live. Boscastle as it is today is.
the result of great changes and upheavals in the past. o -

'On the other hand, change and development which threatens the natural harmbny of Boscastle
should rightly be resisted. The Parish Council gives careful consideration to planning applications,
and ‘when we as individnals decide to enhance our property, we should give equal thought to the

effect the changes will have on the total environment.

Usually an answer to our conflicts can be found, given that same tolerance and understanding
that characterises our community, and the recognition that just sometimes, just. occasionally,
something that is new can also be good and for the greater benefit of all.

It’s never quite right - the weather, that is.

If the sun shines for too long, then the farmers

complain that it is too dry. If it’s too hot, then
everyone goes to the beach and the
shopkeepers complain. If it’s too wet, then the
hay and silage suffer and the tourists stay at
home. Rare is the summer that gets the”mix
about right - and maybe 1994 has been one of
them.

The heat has been well above average, and
although it has been dry, there have been no
serious drought conditions or water shortages.
The sun has shone, but not every day, and the
tourists have come - but not so many as to make
the roads impossible.

Because the sun: has been shining and the
harbour has looked its summer best, we should
not forget the underlying problems that affect

our area. Farming is not easy at this time, and
whether it is BSE or worries over organo-
phosphates, or just the latest European regulation,
life on the farmis no idyll. Unemployment, apart
from temporary or part-time jobs for the summer,
is still far too high. The tourist trade is still very
uncertain and already facing stiff competition
from the price cutting wars of 1995. Our nearest
main hospital is still an hour’s drive away and if
you have no car, Boscastle is a very isolated place.

But let’s be ‘thankful for what we have; it’s
been a good summer. We can live here amidst the
beauty all the year round. In the seemingly
endless days of gales and mist that is the Cornish
autumn, winter and. spring, we still have our
views, when the ‘fog lifts. And, when all the
visitors have left, Boscastle is still a very agreeable
place fo have as home.

Truth, like light, resolved my fear and
like:a child renewed my trust in my own innate ability
to renew and regenerate myself, There was no anger,
for that would imply blame and there was none. There
was no self pity, because self pity is ultimately self-
destructive. There was no fear, because truth had
melted it away. There was hope, there was peace, and
there was a calmness that I cannot understand but
accept with humility.

Time alone will tell if I survive, although I am

positive and full of confidence in my own ability to

seif-heal and know that I am Joved and valued by my
family and friends. The prognosis for cancer of the
prostate gland like so many other forms of cancer is.
very good indeed, provided early diagnosis is made. If
you have cancer, or fear that you may have it, remember

‘cancer’ is just another word for a whole group of

diseases, most of which are treatable or curable. But in
the final analysis we are all mortals and must come to
terms with our own mortality. Death is no more than

life’s finale and I have always loved a good finale.

If you are afraid; come out of the darkness into the
light and seck help, support and advice. If you feel
unable to talk to anyone you can talk to me and I will
listen. 1 may not be:able to solve all your problems but 1
may be able to help you to re-find your lost faith in your

RURAL LIFE AS IT USED TO BE

Fifty years and more ago spring and summe
was a very busy time for roadworkers. Tar sprayin
was one of the many jobs to be undertaken, as thi
could only be done on dry surfaces. The road wa
sprayed with boiling hot tar from a large tank and i
wasn’'t wise to stand too near as the tar was quit
impossible to remove from clothes and shoes.

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Doctor’s Corner

ALCOHOL

No! m not on a hobby
this month,
asked to write about
this subject by the Editor! I
suppose had better get the
mandatory introductory joke out of
the way, which is that the definition of
an alcoholic is a man who drinks more than his
doctor! There was a certain amount of truth to
this, but the joke gets less funny with each
passing year, when you see professionally more
and more problems that are alcohol-related.
Don’t get me wrong, I've got absolutely
nothing against sensible use o? alcohol and
suspect that if prohibition were to come about
in this country, the consumption of
tranquillisers and anti-depressants would
quadruple overnight. Certainly Prohibition did
not work in the States and when I was in
Florida recently I was surprised to discover that
the legal minimum age for drinking alcohol was
21 years. I can’t help but think that European
countries have got the su‘gf'ect a little bit more
in perspective and personally feel that allowing
a gradual introduction to alcohol through the
teenage years 1s more sensible than making a
mystery of alcobol and then allowing total
indiscriminate use and abuse of it from the age
of consent.
I won’t. bore you here with long-winded
statistics about the number of days that are lost

from work as a result of alcoholism or the.
percentage of road accidents or ‘domestic.
violence which stem from the same caduse.
Suffice it to say that whilst the-majority of the

population seem able to deal effectively ‘with
alcohol, a.small percentage of people are totally
unable to do so. o
Let’s be more honest here and say that the
majority of us have at one time or another
misused alcohol and suffered some minor short-
term effect. Okay, I know it’s not you, it’s a bit
like being a bad driver - no-one ever confesses

I  was

to this, yet at the same time everybody knows that
there are those occasions when they are an
extremely bad driver.

We routinely ask at Health Screening Medicals
how much alcohol people drink and a certain level
of suspicion is always necessary in interpreting the
answers, On occasions under-estimate may stem
from a desire to conceal the true amount but I
don’t actually think that is the most common
reason for the majority. Just for interest, try
keeping a diary of how much alcohol you drink
each day for a month. You must record every drop
you touch and you also need to measure it. The
measure of whisky you pour yourself at home is
going to be a lot more generous than the optic
delivered measure you get in the pub and will
almost certainly be double. In a similar way, I can
guarantee that the bottle of wine at home will
always mysteriously deliver considerably fewer
glasses of wine than those in a pub or restaurant.
At the least it is an interesting exercise and even if
it shows you that you are well within safe limits
you’ve got some definite proof of sensible drinking
levels.

My last thought on this subject this month is
that there is a biochemical difference between the
alcohol user and the alcohol abuser. Most of us
learn when we have had enough to drink as we get
older and when we ignore the messages from our
body and do over-indulge, we don’t want to go near
alcohol for some time. This just is not true of the

- the alcohol-dependent, where these checks and

balances don’t exist. However, you don’t have to be
in-a:situation where you are at risk of losing your
job, house or family or even to be on the receiving
end of the law, to be drinking to excess.

1 am going to come back to this subject in the
next edition of the Blowhole and spell out what
damage you can unwittingly do to your body, and
guidelines on safe limits of consumption for both
sexes.

AN UNPUBLISHED LETTER

As mentioned in the Parish Council News, the
Blowhole reéceived a letter from a local
businessman which was critical of the new garage
development at Doctor’s Corner.

The writer expressed the opinion that the
garage should not have been given planning
permission, since it was an inappropriate building
for this site, and would generate increased traffic
at ‘an already dangerous intersection.’

WINDFARMS:

To add to the on-going debate about windfarms,
the House of Commons Welsh Affairs Committee
(yes, they have them in Wales too!) has produced a
well reasoned and carefully thought out report.* As
far as our local debate is concerned, it gives some
support to both sides; but its main value is to dismiss
some¢ of the myths that seem to have become
attached to the arguments. .

For example, the report confirms that every
unit of wind-powered electricity directly replaces a
unit of fossil-fuelled power, thus reducing polhition;
and despite the intermittent nature of wind power,
there is no real technical difficulty in integratin
the turbine-generated power into the national grid.
The Council for the Protection of Rural Wales -
windfarm opponents - are criticised for belittling

the contribution of wind power. The report accepts

d:by Friends of the Earth; that
cf _produce about 10% of

wind . developers do not escape
criticism. - They- are said to have given every
impression-of riding roughshod over local concerns,
and a number of important provisios are made about
how clusters of turbines should be accommodated in
the countryside. Among the recommendations are

ever,

the sugFe_stion that there should .be a c_:'omPI_ete
overhaul of planning guidelines- to  give local
authorities more control, and. the designating of
certain sensitive areas as being ‘out of’ ounds’ to
windfarms, There should also be stricter limits to
ensure that the mechanical noise from turbines is
inandible from any nearby house. The M.Ps are also
concerned at the distortion of windfarm economics
by ..Government subsidies, and recommend the
Danish and German system whereby wind farms are
paid-a fixed percentage of the consumer electricity
price. -

The report concludes, (whether wind turbines
become accepted) “will crucially depend both on
the sensitivity with which they are sited and on their
being seen as a genuine Contribution to clean,
renewable and economically viable electricity
genera_twn, rather than as evidence of the greed of

evelopers for a generous subsidy.”

The only jone. I can recommend, which I
thoroughly enjoyed, is ‘Four Weddings and a
Funeral’ (15). A British film, scripted by Richard
Curtis (Blackadder, Mr. Bean), it is a romantic
comedy, loosely thrown together, nothing
hilarious, just a pleasant backbone of humour,
coupled with moments of sadness. It is a ‘real life’
film; we need more like this - excellent!

A couple of others worth a watch, if not in the
cinema then on video, are ‘Shadowlands’ (U, 131
mins) directed by Richard Attenborough. It
covers the true story of C. S. Lewis (Author of
“The Narnia Chronicles, Screwtape Letters,” etc.)
and his friendship, which blossomed somewhat
haltingly, into romance, with a rather forthright
American poet; Joy Gresham. (It took me quite a
while to warm to her.) It’s a wonderfully relaxing,
quiet, slow piece of storytelling, reminding me oi
the days when gentlemen were indeed gentlemen.
It contains such-innocernce, confused emotions
and a certain sadness. The second.:film, totally

different, being a high action comedy, is ‘Cool.
Running’ (PG, 99 mins) another:supposedly true -
story of the rise to-fame of the first Jamaican bob:
sleigh team to compete in the Olympic Games. It-
stars John Candy (his last role before his tragic = &
heart attack at the age of only 42), It is very .

colourful, energetic and good fun, with a nice
ending.

Pll turn to albums now, starting with. two
compilations, which 1 have to admit [ don’t
normally like. Single tracks from albums usually
stay that way when no longer in the context of
their original concept. Often you find that the
tracks for such compilations are so poorly chosen
that your mood swings up and down and
sideways with each track. However, two
collections which seem to have got it right are
firstly ‘The ultimate Eighties’ (Polygram), a
double CD (or casette) containing 40 tracks - a
good mixture of rock, electronic¢ and pop with 13
number ones. It certainly has some very
memorable tunes. The same goes for “Top Gear’,
another double CD, hailed as 36 classic driving
tracks, something I cannot disagree with, leaning

more towards rock, with a nice balance of artists,
some well known, some slightly lesser known. It is
quite a pleasant alternative to play in the car rather
than be constantly blasted by too much hip hop, rap,
or dance music on Radio 1.

Other albums are Lenny Kravitz’'s ‘Are you
Going my Way?" This album, named after the hit
single of last year, did nothing for me. In a mish-
mash of styles, he appears to be influenced by many,
with nothing definite coming out as an end product.
I played it several times to give him a fair trial, but to

no avail. The same goes for UB40’s ‘Promises and

Lies’, apart from the hit single ‘Can’t help Falling in
Love’. This is a very weak offering, with nothing
memorable. ' '

- In contrast is the. album ‘God Shuffled His Feet’

. by ‘Crash Test Dummies’. Tt contains the single
‘MMM MMM MMM MMM’ plus eleven others. This

one has to be listened to with no distractions,
following each word. I believe it is something to do
with the strange voice tone and range that almost
compels you to listen. With pleasant music, and
some quite unusual (weird!) lyrics, it is well worth a
listen, but [ am not sure if [MTbuy it... yet.

I did make the trip up to the Albert Hall to see
Jackson Browne in concert, a very professional
band with siiperb sound reproduction, well worth
the effort. 'm looking forward to the next time
already. Until the winter issue and our return fo
those dark winter evenings, enjoy your leisure time.
